Please submit at least 3 images of your work. This should include a
representation of the art you intend to display at your booth as well as a
photograph (if you have one) of a previous booth you have set up.

Sharing a Booth:

Acceptance:

There will be 30 booth spaces available, both inside the Visitor Center and
outside, on the lawn in front of the atrium. Notifications of acceptance will go
out the week of August 23, 2010. We will notify you by email regardless of
the status of your acceptance. If you are accepted, in addition to an
acceptance email, we will also mail you a contract via USPS. If you are not
accepted, your check and photos will be returned to you via USPS.

Unfortunately, due to the amount of applications received, we will not be able
to give feedback on denied applications. Thank you for your understanding
ahead of time.

Vendor Fees:

Application fee of $5 will not be reimbursed in the event that you are not
juried into the show. If you are chosen, your $5 application fee will be
applied toward your booth fee of $50 (balance to equal $45 in the event that
you are accepted). If you need to back out of the event, you must let us
know by September 1st, 2010. After September 1st, no fees will be eligible
for return.

Venue & Booth Information:
