Wild Child by Lynn Plourde, Simon & Schuster, 1999.  Mother Earth attempts to put her wild child to bed but finds that each time she tries there is just one more thing the child wants before tucking in for the season.

Racoons and Ripe Corn by Jim Arnosky, Lothrop, Lee & Shepard Books, 1987.  Autumn means the corn is ripening and the raccoons enjoy a feast at night time.

It’s Fall! by Linda Glaser,Millbrook Press, 2001. Experience the colors, textures, and changes of fall in this colorful book.  Explore what happens to the plants, birds and animals as the season progresses.

Autumn – An Alphabet Acrostic by Steven Schnur, Clarion Books, 1997.  A journey through the alphabet produces a wide variety of descriptions for the season of autumn including animals, rain, cold winds and harvested food.

Apples by Ken Robbins, Atheneum Books, 2002.  Describes how apples are grown, harvested and used with outstanding pictures.

Red Leaf, Yellow Leaf by Lois Ehlert, Harcourt Brace, 1991.  A child describes the growth of a maple tree from seed to sapling.  Additional notations at the back of the book provide information for teachers.

Pumpkin Day by Anne Rockwell, Walker & Company, 1999.  The signs of fall are all around and the little boy in this story is all set to get his pumpkin.

The Compost Heap by Harlow Rockwell, Doubleday and Company,1974.  Gathering leaves in the fall are the beginning of this compost, other items are added and in the end new soil is formed.

Autumn – Discovering the Seasons by Louis Santrey, Troll Associates, 1983.  Explore the way plants and animals prepare for winter.
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
