Eddie’s Garden & How to Make Things Grow.  By Sarah Garland, Frances Lincoln, 2004.  A delightful story of how Eddie’s garden develops and grows that may provide inspiration for the children to grow plants themselves.  Includes how-to instructions.

Pick, Pull, Snap!  By Lola m. Schaefer, Greenwillow, 2003.  A wonderfully illustrated book with lift-the-flap pages that introduces plant growth.

From Seed to Plant.  By Gail Gibbons, Holiday Hosue, 1991.  Explores the intricate relationship between plants and seeds.

Lunch.  By Denise Fleming, Scholastic 1992.  A story about a very hungry mouse who eats his way through a variety of fruits and vegetables.

The Tiny Seed.  By Eric Carle, Simon & Schuster, 1987.  A classic story that depicts the journey of a seed through the seasons of the year.

Grandpa’s Garden Lunch.  By Judith Casely, Greenwillow Books, 1990.  The final result is a tasty lunch of homegrown vegetables from their garden but first there is lots of work to do to get the plants to grow.

Grocery Store Botany.  By Joan Elma Rahn, Atheneum, 1974.  A good resource book for with simple experiments illustrating the functions of plant parts.

Jack’s Garden.  By Henry Cole, HarperTrophy, 1997.  A take off on the traditional rhyme, “This is the House that Jack Built” with plenty of detailed drawings to reinforce plant knowledge.

Skunk Cabbage, Sundew Plants and Strangler Figs.  By Sally Kneidel, John Wiley, 2001.  Children marvel at the unusual and the exceptions to the rule and this book will give you plenty of strange plants to share with them.  The text is easy to read but definitely geared towards adults.
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
