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Farmer’s Market.  By Marcie R. Rendon and Cheryl Walsh Bellville, Carolrhoda Books, Inc., 2001.  This book was written in the Midwest with an emphasis on families working together to produce crops for the Market.  The cultural diversity throughout the book is an added bonus.

Blue Potatoes, Orange Tomatoes.  By Rosalind Creasy, Sierra Club Books, 1994. A colorful book that describes how to grow a rainbow of fruits and vegetables with an emphasis on the unusual varieties.  It is sure to spark a child’s curiosity!

Eating the Alphabet.  By Lois Ehlert, Harcourt and Brace Co., 1989.  Children will enjoy the wide range of fruits and vegetables displayed in this book by a local Milwaukee author.  Just when you think that there can’t possibly be a fruit or vegetable for a letter she comes up with one – a fun challenge for students too!

Tops and Bottoms.  By Janet Stevens, Harcourt and Brace Co., 1995.   Knowing your plant parts becomes important as a Bear and a Hare strike up a business deal.  The Bear gets fooled several times in a row but in the end learns a valuable lesson.

The Magic School Bus Gets Eaten.  By Joanna Cole, Scholastic, 1996.  Ms. Frizzle is off and running in a story that looks at the importance of the food chain.  It clearly shows how all living things depend on one another.

This Year’s Garden.  By Cynthia Rylant, Bradbury Press, 1984.  Patience is a big part of gardening as the children in this book discover.  The different seasons show changes in the garden as well as changes in the planning and care of the garden.

Laughing Tomatoes and Other Spring Poems.  By Francisco X. Alarcon, Children’s Book Press, 1997.  A great collection of silly and serious poems that are written in both English and Spanish.

Flowers and Friends.  By Anita Holmes, Benchmark Books, 2001.  Take a closer look at how pollinators visit the flowers and help the flowers to produce fruit and/or seeds.  Find out what different pollinators use to get the nectar from the flowers.  Close up pictures reveal the secrets behind the process of pollination.

Grow Your Own Pizza.  By Constance Hardesty, Fulcrum Publishing, 2000.  A good reference book for teachers that provides plans and instructions for growing twenty-six different gardens.  It also includes recipes for produce that is grown in the gardens.

Linneas’s Windowsill Garden.  By Christina Bjork, R & S Books, 1978.  Another good reference book for teachers that gives many ideas on gardening projects for the classroom.
