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Red Leaf, Yellow Leaf.  By Lois Ehlert, Harcourt and Brace Co., 1991.  A child describes the growth of a maple tree from seed to sapling.  Also contains excellent background information on trees for teachers.

The Gift of the Tree.  By Alvin Tresselt, Lothrop, Lee & Shepard, 1992.  A beautifully illustrated story of a giant oak that slowly dies but continually supports new life.

Oak Tree.  By Gordon Morrison, Walter Lorraine Books, 2000.  Traces the life cycle of an oak tree and describes the animals that depend on it for food and shelter.

Crinkleroot’s Guide to Knowing the Trees.  By Jim Arnosky, Bradbury Press, 1991.  A walk with Crinkleroot in the forest reveals how to identify trees, gain a deeper understanding of how they grow and the benefits they offer.

A Tree is Nice.  By Janice May Udry, Harper & Row, 1956.  A Caldecott award book that highlights all that trees give as well as the joy that can be found in planting a young tree and watching it grow as a young child.

Does Candy Grow on Trees?  By Karen Rice, Walker & Company, 1984.  A good reference book for teachers to help children understand that even the candy they enjoy so much is dependent upon trees.  Gives a wide variety of examples.

Monkey Puzzle and Other Poems.  By Myra Cohn Livingston and Margaret K. McElderry, 1984.  A collection of poems about trees found in various parts of the United 

States. 

A B Cedar – An Alphabet of Trees. By George Ella Lynn, Orchard Books, 1989.  A tree for every letter of the alphabet along with identifiable pictures.

Dot and Jabber.  By Ellen Stolen Walsh, Harcourt, Brace & Jovanich, 2001.   Go on a journey with two mice as they try to solve the mystery of how an acorn travels and becomes a large oak tree.

Old Elm Speaks.  By Kristine O’Connell George, Clarion Books, 1998.  Collections of poems that relate to trees throughout the seasons.

The Peach Tree.  By Norman Pike, Stemmer House Publishers, Inc., 1983.  A story that takes a look at ecology and the interdependency of plants, animals, insects and humans in a simple way.  The illustrations are sure to entice young children.

The Mighty Tree.  By Dick Gackenbach, Harcourt, Brace & Jovanovich, 1992.  Follow three tiny tree seeds and watch them grow into magnificent trees.  Two trees are used by humans but the third is left in the forest and continues to give back to nature.

The Giving Tree.  By Shel Silverstein, Harper& Row, 1964. A little boy and a tree form a special relationship.  The tree lovingly gives to the boy throughout his life until the tree has nothing left to give.
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
