Tree Age Estimates

Formula for Estimating:  

Circumference of tree divided by 3.14 = diameter of tree

Diameter of tree times species factor = age of tree

American Elms

1. 100” divided by 3.14 times 4 = 127 years old

2. 130” divided by 3.14 times 4 = 165 years old

Sugar Maples

1. 90” divided by 3.14 times 5.5 = 157 years old

2. 50” divided by 3.14 times 5.5 = 87 years old

White Oaks (Burr Oaks)

1. 110” divided by 3.14 times 5 = 175 years old

2. 100” divided by 3.14 times 5 = 159 years old

3. 90” divided by 3.14 times 5 = 143 years old

4. 70” divided by 3.14 times 5 = 111 years old

All trees are located on the west side of the Education and Visitor Center.  The Elms and Maples are close to the driveway and the oaks are on the way to Potter’s Forest.
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
