8.  Sunflowers




Treatment for snakebites and headaches

9.  Cedar Trees




Used to keep mosquitoes away and for arthritic 








relief

10.  Sugar Maple Tree



Used to make canoes, wigwams and baskets


11.  Apple Mint




Can be made into a green dye

12.  Corn, Squash and Beans


Roots used for toothpaste and fuzz for diaper
